A Call for Nominations

Eligibility criteria

· Nominees must be located in Ontario

· Nominees must have made a significant or long-term contribution to the Information and Referral sector

· Nominees can be:

· an individual, either current or former staff or volunteer within an Information and Referral centre

· an individual involved professionally or as a volunteer within the I&R sector

· an organization which is a member of InformOntario

· an organization, whose work in partnership with a member agency, has contributed to the support and enhancement of the Information and Referral sector

Nomination Procedure
Nominations must be made as follows:

By a community organization, government service, business or individual.

InformOntario membership is not necessary to submit a nomination.
InformOntario Recognition Award Committee require that for each nomination form be completed in full.
The nominees will be judged on the basis of the nomination form, which should describe the merits of the individual or organization, including outlining their commitment and impact on the I&R community.

Please note: nominations must be made annually.  Past nominees may be re-nominated.
The InformOntario Recognition Award was created to recognize the outstanding work in the Community Information and Referral sector by an individual or an agency or a community partner
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
